tn sell their furlough* lor $30 in sprcie, \t\\\\ which
they can buy some nrtic!c5> of clothing and food.
The purchaser is. equally, bcnefitted ; ho goes home
to IiLs family—super intend* the- pitching of his
crop—settles his taxes, jooks after his stock .iind
yirovkltts his vyife and. children with some ot* tho ne-
cessaries nf life, then returns tu thcariny a better
contented soldier. Again, there are thosenrnongyt
us wfm have fa mil f ew, but have no farms, no stock,.
no resources, and if they gj) home can do noth-
ing; hut by selling their furloughs, which many
of tin's class have done, t o " my personal
knowledge-they can aid their families w i t h . t h e
money. ft.has"been said tlmt. if the practice of
selling furloughs'is tolerated, tlie rich \r\\\ alwnys
be ooinC. and the poor always iii the army. XliU
can make nn ditteronce with tlie government, as a
poor -soldier is always as good, and often a better
one than tho rich.

But soldiers cannot, it soems to me, oven xioap
furloughs .mv.er general orGtjr number L5 ; yinlesn
they, have eyes, hair, complexion, age nnd appear-
ance, precisely alike, which is impossible. If ev«u
swapping WHS permitted, the merchant, f a rmur ,
stock grower, ttc., could he greatly helped by
clinnging the time-of visiting their homes, and he-
ing there when their interests require thejr pros-
etice. In-whatever phase it is viewed it is unneces-
sary, at least, arid it ia hoped that our esteemed
Mnjor general will give it a careful consideration.
